	Travelling to the fair:
	By air: from Frankfurt Airport, take suburban train S8, which runs to the Main Railway Station (Hauptbahnhof) every 15 minutes (journey time approx. 11 min.) From there, change to lines S3-S6 or take the tram (see below).

By train: suburban trains S3, S4, S5 and S6 take you from Frankfurt Main Railway Station (Hauptbahnhof) straight to the Exhibition Centre, Torhaus entrance. You can also take tram 16 or a taxi to the City entrance. 

By foot, it takes around ten minutes. 
Changing to the U4 underground train at the Main Railway Station shortens the journey time to the fair to less than two minutes. On weekdays and during events, trains run straight to the City entrance every 5 to 8 minutes; on weekends, every 10 to 20 minutes.

By car: the 'Messe' signs on the motorways take visitors straight to the Rebstock multi-storey car park from where free shuttle buses run to and from the Galleria entrance.
